1. Introduction

we want the students to learn?O This curricular content informs decisions that are then magléehghiers regarding how

best the students will learn through matching teaching and learning styles and how we will reflect upon and assess what
the students have learned.

H.l.S. is an IBMYP (International Baccalaureate Middle Years Programme) candsdigol. The authorization process will
begin once the Diploma program is in place. The MYP aims to provide a bridge between the Primary and Diploma
programs, preparing students for the academic challenges of the Diploma and University. We are commitéetians
disciplinary approach to curriculum planning and collaborative planning and assessment across the academic disciplines.

The 8point octagon summarizes the curricular framework provided by the IBO and implemented at H.I.S. The eight core
subjects ae interrelated through the five areas of interaction in the middle of the octagon and the personal project (started
in grade 9 and finished in grade 10) at its centre.
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The overall philosophy of the programme is expressed through three fundamentzmtsrthat support and strengthen all
areas of the curriculum.

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1.2. The Eight Subject Areas

Language A

Language A is the studentOs best language. It may be what is sometimes called their mothery bongis not necessarily
the first language a child learned. Language A and language B students of one language may or may not be integrated
into one classroom setting. At H.1.S., we offer language A classes in two languages: English and German.

Langwage B

A language B course is meant to encourage students to gain competence in a modern language other than their mother
tongue. Language B courses are divided up into three levels: foundation, standard and advanced. At H.I.S. we offer
language B classesn German and Spanish. Language B English support is provided within the language A English class
and in extra classes as needed.

Physical Education
All students attend the physical education course according to their grade level.

Sciences
At H.1.S. we of'er an integrated science course at each grade level including a selection of topics from biology, chemistry,
physics, earth and space sciences.

Arts
Each year we offer a selection of courses from the fields of drama, music and visual arts. At prefesttyceents attend the
same courses in any given year.

Mathematics

All students attend the mathematics course at their grade level. Extended mathematics is currently integrated into the
mathematics course. Extended mathematics students progress threugtatérial at a faster pace and are offered
extension topics in grades 9 and 10.

Technology

Each year we offer a selection of courses from the fields of material and informational technology. Material technology is
also found within collaborative units thi the science program and informational technology is found within collaborative
units in language, humanities and mathematics classes.

Links between branches of mathematics and other subjects are exp
where appropriate. Mathematical literacy and the international nature of mathematics are emphasized. The following five branches @
mathematics are studied each year: number, algebra, geometry and trigonometry, statistics and probability, and discrete mathemati
Problersolving skills are addressed in all branches. Extended mathematics foraligity students is integrated into tikeurse each year

and extra topics are covered in grades 9 and 10

In grade 7 students consolidate written methods of calculation and
focus on number skills needed for algebra such as working with
negative integers, multiples and factorsné powers. They also work
extensively on ratio and proportion, extending and applying their
understanding of fractions, decimals, and percentages. In algebra,
they simplify expression, substitute values, and solve simple
equations. They are introduced taraightline graphs and study
linear functions. Geometry units focus on properties of shapes,
transformations, congruence, and scaling. Students compare
theoretical and experimental probability and begin to interpret and
compare data. In discrete mathemas, they are introduced to trees.

GRADE 8

In grade 8 students extend their understanding of proportional
reasoning and number calculations including powers and roots.
Appropriate use of a calculator is explored. In algebra, students
extend their understanding and skills extensively, solving equation
using algebraic, graphical, and trial and improvement methods.
Functions, formulae and algebraic fractions are also covered.
Geometrical reasoning is used to explore polygons and angle
geometry. Measurement problems are developed further to includg
circles and compound shapes. Students calculate probabilities ang
statistics and extend their ability to interpret data includinglezding
data. In discrete mathematics, they study logic including
programming skills.

GRADE 9
